The Fine Print 

 Tours must be reserved a minimum of one week in advance. 

 Payments can be made by cash, VISA, MasterCard, Discover, American 

Express, check, or money order.  

 Your reservation is NOT complete until you’ve received a Confirmation 

Letter and your account is paid in full. 

 Tour fees are charged for students, teachers and chaperones. Please 

estimate as close as possible. 

 There is an additional late fee of $1 per person paid the day of. Due to 

scheduling of guides this will be limited to five (5) individuals.  

 Tour Cost: $4, $3, or $4.50 per person (adults and children 2 years and 

older) depending on the tour selected. 

 Cancellation:  We require 48 hours notice for any cancellation and a 25% 

cancellation fee will apply. 

 Inclement Weather: Cancellations due to snow/rain can be rescheduled 

for a later date or refunded in full. 

 No Call/No Show: Results in a forfeiture of all monies paid to Wheeler 

Farm. We take a loss when this occurs. 

 Tour Includes: A guide for your tour of the farm, blacksmith 

demonstration, and wagon ride. The tour of museum home is optional. 

Tours start on the designated hour. We are unable to extend the time 

of a tour in the event of a late arrival. 

 Liability/Responsibility: Please be advised: teachers, parents, or 

designated guardians need to be responsible for children at all times 

while on Wheeler Historic Farm and during the guided tours. This 

includes keeping children away from closed-off areas and dangerous 

equipment or machinery, informing children as appropriate of various 

risks and hazards on the property as explained by Farm staff.
