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Consents

A Client Disclosure Agreement (Consent) is required before sharing information with any
other entity and is between one client and one entity (such as your agency).

In addition, there is another type of Disclosure Agreement in UWITS which is called an
Entity Disclosure Agreement (also called Agency Disclosure Domains). These are optional
and are between your agency and another entity (such as another agency). They act as
templates that can simplify creation of Client Disclosure Agreements.

Consents are required before sharing any information
about a client with anyone outside the agency.

Criminal Justice Conditions — The consent expires based on a pre-determined expiration date associated with the Criminal Justice System. The user must enter in

the Description box. CJC stands for Criminal Justice Conditions.
