Ballots returned by mail must be POSTMARKED by no later than Election Day, September 5th, 2023, to be valid. We
encourage voters to mail their ballot by Friday, September 1st to ensure it is postmarked timely.

BALLOT DROP BOXES

Drive-up ballot drop boxes are available throughout the County that are open 24/7 where voters may return their ballot until
8:00 p.m. on Election Day. A list of drop-box locations is included in the ballot packet instructions and is also available on our
website. Voters may deposit their voted ballot at any one of the following Election Vote Centers during polling hours (7:00 a.m. -
8:00 p.m.).
