Explanation

The Proposed Hire Report is a weekly report of all active job postings
that were opened in the prior week, to recruit and hire new SLCo
employees. The Incentive Plan Report is a list of all recently approved
incentive plans that total $3,000 or less. The Weekly Reclassification
Report is a report of all job reclassifications that were completed in the
prior week

This incentive plan totals more than the $3,000 threshold and will need
Council approval

Transfer Mobile Unit from Enterprise Fund to General Fund. Transfer
SBITA software from Enterprise Fund to General Fund.

The RDA is making improvements to Magna Mantle Park. The project is
being paid through Economic Development in order to facilitate the use
of existing county contracts. Once the contractor is paid by Economic
Development, the RDA will reimburse the cost. This cost is already
budgeted in the RDA and this budget adjustment is to allow payment of
the contractor through Economic Development. The Magna Mantle
Park project was previously budgeted in Economic Development for
$115,156. The scope of improvements has been increased and the total
project cost is now $164,728. This adjustment is for the difference of
$49,572. This budget adjustment will be cost neutral to the General
Fund.

The MBA Bond Trustee changed to Zions Bank from BNYM, effective
August 1, 2024. The trustee fees were paid earlier in the year to BNYM
and they need to be paid to Zions Bank as the new trustee. The Trustee
fees to Zions Bank are also greater than what was paid to BNYM.

No. 14-30-427-043
which was struck off to County after a tax sale on May 24, 2012, and
recorded on June 22, 2012, as Entry No. 11415976, in Book 10028, at
Page 7878, in the office of the Salt Lake County Record. Mr. James
Howard), an adjacent landowner, has offered in writing to purchase the
Property from the County for Seven Hundred Eighty-Six and 30/100
Dollars, which amount has been approved by the Salt Lake County Real
Estate Section as fair market value. This offer is in the form of a Tax Sale
Property Purchase Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A.

Granger-Hunter Improvement District is the owner of certain real
property located at approximately 1302 West 3100 South, West Vally
City, Utah (Salt Lake County Land Parcel No. 15-26-151-003), consisting
of approximately 3.69 acres and as more specifically described in the
Real Estate Purchase and Sale Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit A;
and the Open Space Committee recommended that Salt Lake County
purchase the Property to be used as open space; and GHID’s governing
Board of Trustees after due consideration and review has, by
resolution, deemed the Property to be surplus to the needs of GHID for
its purposes, and has agreed to make the Property available for sale to
County at the fair market value as agreed to by the parties; and GHID
has agreed to sell, convey and assign the Property to County, and
County has agreed to buy and accept the Property from GHID, for the
Purchase Price of Eight Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($850,000.00)
(“Purchase Price”), subject to Council’s approval; County and GHID have
negotiated a Real Estate Purchase and Sale Agreement for the purchase
of the Property, for the Purchase Price, subject to Council’s approval.

The Health Department is requesting acceptance of:

1) #8335 Crane air purifiers, 4 speeds. Effective for rooms up to 250 sq.
ft. (quantity - 200) and 2) #8179, Crane- Air Purifier Replacement
Filters, 1 each; for use with #8335 Air Purifier (quantity - 400) which
would be donated by Optum® Personal Care Benefits.

These items, valued at $37,000, would be given to clients in the Health
Department's Asthma Home visiting and Air Quality programs free of
charge. Air purifiers remove small particles in the air which can worsen
asthma and other respiratory symptoms. The use of these appliances
can help those with asthma and other respiratory diseases breathe
better. Filters need to be replaced at regular intervals for the units to
work properly.

The Health Department would be responsible for one charge in this
transaction: shipping costs at $648.
