March into May

Captain registration is now open for Healthy Lifestyle's March into May! Captains
must register by February 22 to ensure their teammates will be able to join their
teams.

What is March into May?

March into May is a 6-week team challenge where teams of 4—12
walkers and solo walkers are invited to participate. The goal is to
walk an average of 7,000 to 10,000 steps a day to meet the CDC's
physical activity guidelines. This is a friendly and social
competition with divisions based on similar activity levels. There
are three divisions with one winning team from each.

Who Can Participate?

All Healthy Lifestyles participants and SLCo employees are eligible to
participate. If you are unable to walk during the challenge, you are
encouraged to convert your movement into steps.

How Does It Work?

Participants must record 75% of steps and complete the post-survey to receive 100
points. WellSteps will send weekly notifications to input steps during the 6-week
program. WellSteps will display personal steps, team steps, and calculate the
leaderboard to show your team's standing against your coworkers.

*Note: General registration for team members opens on February 27. The March
into May challenge will run from March 27—May 7.
