This landmark civil rights
act, signed into law in 1990, reaffirms respect and protections for every person,
regardless of disability. 
 
The ADA is a comprehensive legislation that prohibits discrimination against people
with disabilities in various areas, including employment, transportation, public
accommodations, communications, and access to state and local government
programs and services. Its key goals are to ensure equality of opportunity, economic
self-sufficiency, full participation in American life, and independent living for
individuals with disabilities. 
 
Salt Lake County reviews more than 100 requests for accommodations under the
ADA each year. We are committed to ensuring Salt Lake County is an accessible
workplace. If you require assistance or have any questions regarding the ADA
process, please reach out to Alisha Weston, our Employee Relations/ADA
Coordinator, at 385-468-0583.
