Also known as Freedom Day or Emancipation Day,
Juneteenth commemorates the emancipation of enslaved African Americans in the
United States. It marks the day when news of the Emancipation Proclamation finally
reached the last enslaved individuals in Galveston, Texas, on June 19, 1865.

Salt Lake County stands united in honoring this historic milestone and recognizing
the importance of Juneteenth. The Mayor’s Office invites all employees to take part
in this week's Juneteenth celebration, which will be hosted in partnership with the
Office of Diversity and Inclusion, on June 16 at 12 p.m. in the Council Chambers of
the Government Center.

This state and nationally recognized holiday is a time for reflection, celebration, and
furthering our commitment to racial justice and equality. In alignment with our
dedication to fostering a diverse and inclusive environment, Salt Lake County
provides “What's the Big I.D.E.A?” trainings—quick grab-and-go courses available
for any leader or employee to instantly deliver to a group or team, or to even learn
about on their own—uwhich feature important cultural topics and courses to
encourage inclusivity, diversity, equity, and access.

In preparation for this move, take a moment, if you haven’t already, to: 1.
Follow the eDirectory Instructions for populating the (Non-County) Email Address
field AND Phone Number for MFA Text Messages field.

2. Follow the _ePortal Log-in & Enroliment Instructions.

In addition, we want to clarify/correct a communication (shared 5/9/2023)
regarding the various options available to employees who want to access County
email from a mobile device moving forward, once Office 365 is in ePortal.

Options for Android Users:
1. Install and configure the Outlook app for accessing your County email
account (Instructions);
e Configure a different app (such as, Gmail) for accessing your personal email
account(s).

Options for iPhone Users:

1. Install and configure the Outlook app for accessing your County email
account (Instructions); Install the native email app or another app (such as,
Gmail) for accessing your personal email account(s); or

2. Use the native email app for your County email account AND personal
accounts. If you choose this option, you may need to delete your County
account from your phone and re-add it, depending on how it was initially
configured (/nstructions).
