Happy Pride Month, Salt Lake County! Pride events start this week with the Utah
Pride Festival and we’d love to see you there!
 
For those who aren’t aware, Pride Month is dedicated to the support and celebration
of LGBTQ+ individuals, community, and culture. Pride holds a lot of importance and
symbolism for the LGBTQ+ community for a variety of reasons:

Pride Month is celebrated in June in honor of the Stonewall Uprising and Riots
of 1969 where patrons of The Stonewall Inn—a popular gay bar in NYC—
fought back after police raided the establishment.
The colors of the Pride flag are symbolic with red meaning life, orange is
healing, yellow is sunshine, green is nature, blue is harmony, and purple is
spirit. Additional colors have been added since the original six colors including
black to represent diversity, brown for inclusivity, and light blue and pink in
honor of the trans pride flag.
Even the word “pride,” is symbolic and in direct opposition to the shame that
members of the LGBTQ+ have felt for being who they are. It is a word both
individuals and the community can use to reclaim their dignity and celebrate
their identities.

 
Salt Lake County is dedicated to being inclusive, diverse, equitable, and accessible
for all residents and your commitment to these values will ensure this remains a
reality.
