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It’s National Correctional Officers Week and we want to honor our correctional teams
for their services and celebrate their contributions to our community. And while you
might know what a correctional officer is, sometimes it’s hard to know exactly what
they do. According to the Utah Department of Public Safety, “correctional officers
enforce rules, conduct searches, write reports and maintain order, safety and
security” in correctional facilities and “may assist offenders with education,
counseling or other rehabilitative needs.” 
 
Our correctional officers are key to the mission of the Salt Lake County Jail which is
“to protect the public through the booking and detention of individuals who pose a
danger to society, provide humane care to those incarcerated, and facilitate
programs which will assist them in avoiding future criminal activity.” Without our
officers, we could not protect the public nor help those incarcerated to have a better
life once released. In addition to our correctional officers, we would also like to thank
our civilian staff this week for the work they do. Our deputies could not perform their
critical functions without the support of our civilian staff for the essential services they
provide including booking, records, control room, medical and mental health, and so
much more.
 
A large part of our mission at the Salt Lake County jail is preventing further criminal
activity which we do through various programs to ensure inmates’ success after
incarceration. One such program, the Jail Resource Reentry Program, which
launched last August, provides space for individuals who have been recently
released to access the resources they need to be successful. “Resources include
court information, conditional release supervision information, enrollment in
Medicaid, substance abuse and/or mental health treatment referrals, food, shelter,
and more.” Programs like this help reduce the risk of a person re-offending in the
future.  Without our correctional officers, civilian support staff, and county partners,
we would not be able to offer such services.
 
So, especially this week, be sure to go the extra mile and thank our correctional
officers and other employees under the Sheriff’s Department for the difference they
make not only in our community, but in the lives of those re-entering our community!
We are grateful for their hard work in keeping our community safe.

Toward the end of the month, Office 365 will be moved to the new ePortal, and
multifactor authentication will be enabled to improve security. After these changes
are made, you will need to use the Outlook app to access your County email on a
phone. 
 
Instructions for installing the Outlook app on your mobile device can be found here
(and vary depending on if you are using an Android or Apple device). 
 
Once this change is in effect, employees will need to use the Outlook app for their
County email and a separate app (the phone's built-in mail app or another app, like
Gmail) for accessing personal email accounts. (Note: You can add both Gmail and
non-Gmail accounts to the Gmail app.)
