David Litvack welcomed everyone and said that Mayor McAdams was excused from the 
meeting.

Minutes from February 11, 2015 Executive Committee Meeting

Jail Transport Issue 

• Sheriff Winder explained the data contained in the Transportation Assignment Summary 
(copy attached to original minutes). 

• There is an urgent need to address the significant spike in jail inmate transports. 
• The problem has become worse over the last couple of weeks and though the spike seems to 

coincide with decisions with ECR Court, he emphasized this is not a political issue. 
• Discussion followed about the impact to stakeholders including the LDA, DA, and Judicial.  

New screening tools and Low Risk/ Low Need assessments utilized with ECR could 
possibly help alleviate the problem. 

• Sheriff Winder said it has been a steady spike and it is system wide. 
• David will assemble a smaller meeting to immediately address the issue. 

 
Council of State Governments Presentation 

• Dr. Fred Osher gave an overhead presentation of the SL County Initiative and The Status 
Report of Data which showed some of the following:
