Justice Lab is a 
clinical law course at S.J. Quinney College of law, where students help to 
identify/solve legal, policy, and practical problems for community clients. Jojo 
reached out on the issue of lack ID’s keeping individuals from joining county 
programs. It is very difficult for homeless individuals to obtain identification and 
nearly 100% of them will have their identification stolen at some point. The Justice 
Lab is looking for solutions to help these individuals obtain and keep their 
identification. They are surveying the national landscape & will be presenting at the 
Dec. 9th CJAC meeting with their findings.
